How to create a meta-document.
Meta-documents contain the details of what it takes to get mail into your Inbox.
Here is an example: http://www.x-asvp.com/SACTO_COM/NIKI.HTM
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Your meta-document can be in one of three places, 

1. on a webserver run by your ISP

2. on a top level domain (TLD) webserver run by a controlling committee member

3. or on the X-ASVP controlling committee webserver (x-asvp.info)

To host your meta-document on a webserver run by your ISP, you need to contact your ISP and ask if they are running an X-ASVP host, and if so, how you upload your meta-document to it.

For either the second or third option (TLD or x-asvp.info) you can become an Individual member of the X-ASVP committee by going to the donation page and choosing a token.

Once your token is posted, the appropriate committee member will notify you of the URL to your new meta-document.

About meta-documents:
Meta-documents can be static HTML pages, or can be dynamically generated with server side code.  The following example code is also posted in the meta-documents directory on the X-ASVP website.  

You  are free to use this code to create a static document:
