How to use X-ASVP with un-aware mail client.  (The DEPRECATED CC method )

First, publish your X-ASVP meta-document.  

It should look something like this: http://www.x-asvp.com/SACTO_COM/NIKI.HTM
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There are instructions and examples posted at http://x-asvp.org/_pub/draft/HOWTO/
Based on how your ASVP-WEB “sequence_number” is defined, you need to decide how you will filter for a valid “token”.   In this case, Niki looks for the string “fg54z40”   , she programs into her mail filter that the “CC:” header needs to include this string, “fg54z40”, or she filters it to the spam folder.
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Niki can now tell her friends and associates that as long as they CC an address that contains her “token” that the mail gets through.  Niki can change the token as often as she wants, or even upload a “token-generator” like examples posted at http://www.x-asvp.org
Anyone familiar with X-ASVP can find her token.   

To get through to Niki’s inbox, a Sender must include the token in an address on the CC: line.   The common way to do that, is to make up an address with “asvp.” Followed by the token, followed by the SENDER’s domain name.   Like this one from Bob@foo.com

From: Bob@foo.com

To: Niki@sacto.com
CC: asvp.CC2768x118x52x208f12zyx56Ty207abc43fg54z40avxv976319@foo.com
Subject:  Getting to the Inbox
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Niki,

Someday my ISP will do this for me with an X-ASVE mail header and I won't have
10 use the CC line anymore. Until then, this works. Just hit Reply-All and you'll get
by my fiter too,
